Workforce Systems Strategies (WSS) is a searchable online research clearinghouse in a collection on WorkforcGPS at https://strategies.workforcegps.org.  

WSS is a comprehensive collection of over 1400 profiles that summarize a wide range of reports, studies, and white papers that focus on:

· post-secondary education,
· job search assistance, 
· registered apprenticeships, 
· case management, 
· employer engagement,

· partnerships, and 
· related topics on workforce development.

3) promote and increase the use of WSS and its inventoried studies.

WSS primarily identifies a body of knowledge, research, and evidence to help program design, planning, management, operations, and service delivery and implementation to enhance and support informed decision-making and practices within the public workforce system. 
Publicly announced with Training and Employment Notice (TEN) 10-12 at http://wdr.doleta.gov/directives/attach/TEN/TEN_10_12.pdf, WSS serves as a web-based technical assistance tool provides the workforce system a synthesis of searchable research, evaluations, and other technical assistance tools and resource to make informed decisions regarding positive outcomes for job seekers.  
The WSS collection’s research reports are organized by key topics related to:  
1) education and training; 
2) employment, retention, and advancement; and 
3) management and operations. 
The site is primarily populated with experimental and quasi-experimental studies, implementation and process evaluations, other research and analytical reports, and peer-informed “how-to guides.”  
Other types of research analyses, implementation tools and guides are generally published in recent years.  The site includes impact analyses types of reports and studies. 
The reports profiled include a combination of newly released research and evaluation studies and other resources.
